Candidates for Sheriff must file affidavit of qualifications and other evidence of their qualifications and standards required with the Tennessee Peace Officer Standards and Training Commission on or before February 5, 2026.

Candidates for Road Superintendent must file affidavit of qualifications and other evidence of their qualifications and standards required with the Tennessee Highway Officials Certification Board on or before February 5, 2026. 

Candidates for School Board must file a copy of their high school/college diploma or equivalent. 
QUALIFYING DEADLINE: February 19, 2026 at 12:00 NOON.
Nominating petitions must be filed in the County Election Commission Office by the above date and time. All candidates, including Independent Candidates, have the same qualifying deadline.

Petitions can be picked up beginning Monday, December 22, 2025 at the White County Election Commission Office during normal business hours listed below. Any person interested in running for office should contact the White County Election Commission Office for further information.

Withdrawal Deadline February 26, 2026 at 12:00 NOON; Written withdrawal requests for qualified candidates must be signed by the candidate and filed with the White County Election Commission Office by the above date.
